Five Points of Calvinism (TULIP)

m Total Depravity: through Adam and Eve’s fall, every person
IS born sinful

m Unconditional Election: God “saves” those he wishes;
concept of predestination

= Limited Atonement: Jesus died for the chosen only, not for
everyone.

m Irresistible Grace: God’s grace is given freely; it cannot be
earned or denied

m Perseverance of the “saints”: those elected by God have
full power to interpret the will of God
