The Author & Date 
of the Letter:

• Paul wrote the letter around A.D. 62 – 65.
• The Timothy received the letter while he was at Ephesus. 

• 1 Timothy 1:3 (ESV) (3 As I urged you when I was going 
to Macedonia, remain at Ephesus so that you may 
charge certain persons not to teach any different 
doctrine,)

• This letter written around the same time as Paul’s letter to 
the Ephesians.



Background to Paul’s Relationship with Timothy:

• Paul may have converted Timothy on his first 
missionary journey through Galatian. 

• Timothy began traveling and working with Paul during 
the second missionary journey. (Acts 16:1 – 5; 2 
Timothy 1:5; 2 Timothy 3:15)





Background to Paul’s Relationship with Timothy:

• Paul converted Timothy on his first missionary 
journey through Galatian. 

• Timothy began traveling and working with Paul during 
the second missionary journey. (Acts 16:1 – 5 2 
Timothy 1:5; 2 Timothy 3:15)

• Timothy had also accompanied Paul on the third 
missionary journey. (Acts 19:1, 22)

“Correct conduct for the 
Gospel preacher’s work 

in the Church”



Key Words and Phrases:

“Charge” is found 6 times in the letter.

“Doctrine” is found 8 times.

“Teach” is found 6 times.

“Elder/Bishop” is found 5 times.
