The Author & Date 
of the Letter:

• Paul probably wrote from Rome, A.D. 67 or 68.
• Paul at this time was imprisoned in Rome awaiting execution 

as ordered by Nero.
• 2 Timothy 1:16 – 17 (ESV) (16 May the Lord grant mercy to the 

household of Onesiphorus, for he often refreshed me and was not 
ashamed of my chains, 17 but when he arrived in Rome he 
searched for me earnestly and found me)

• Tychicus was sent to replace Timothy at Ephesus. 
• 2 Timothy 4:12 (ESV) (12 Tychicus I have sent to Ephesus.)
